Ski Resorts Thrive, Despite Recession Pain

skiing is a robust industry. Ski 

resorts in the United States 

h ave  sh own  s teady 

increases in revenue over the 

last five years, according to 

the research firm IbisWorld. 

 

Even in 2009, as most 

industries were in a 

recessionary trough, ski 

resort revenue rose 2.3% 

from the year before, 

IbisWorld says. Revenue for 

2010 is forecast to rise 

almost 6%, to $2.72 billion. 

 

T h e  i n d u s t r y  h a s 

consolidated in recent years, 

and some small resorts have 

been pushed out of business, 

or bought by larger ones. 

Two companies á Intrawest 

and Vail Resorts á now 

attract 51% of industry 

revenue. Despite a positive 

outlook, the ski industry is 

vulnerable to forces it cannot 

amlrpmjÚkmqr lmr_`jw rfc

weather. One season of 

poor snowfall can take a big 

toll in the account books. 

And you can be sure that 

many an owner of a ski 

resort is wondering if climate 

change will affect the bottom 

line. 

 

In 2009 ski resorts 

generated $2.6 billion in 

revenue as follows: 57.8% in 

lift and season ticket sales; 

12.3% from food/beverage 

sales; 8.9% from instruction; 

6 . 9 %  o t h e r ,  5 . 9 % 

M e r c h a n d i s e ;  5 . 6 % 

equipment rental; and 2.6% 

from lodging.
